-st-win is for 32bit Windows software tools

-st-winx64 is for 64bit Windows software tools

-st-win32-win64

is combined software tools for 32bit and 64bit Windows

-st-In

is software tools for 32bit Linux

-st-In64

is software tools for 64bit Linux

-vi-win

is for LabVIEW tools

-cvi-win

is for LabWindows CVI tools
